1 Tablespoon molasses 

½ stick unsalted butter 

1 teaspoon vanilla 

½ teaspoon salt 

10 cups popped popcorn 

Directions 

Boil 1/2 cup honey, 1 tablespoon molasses, 1/2 

stick unsalted butter, 1 teaspoon vanilla and 

1/2  teaspoon salt in a saucepan.

Into Better Stormwater Protection Habits  

As the leaves start to fall everyone anticipates crisp mornings and 
warm afternoons when the sun is shining and all the colors of      
autumn are before us. This is the time of year when many home and 
garden activities take place that can affect the stormwater drainage 
system. Follow the tips below to help improve and protect our water 
resources.  

Compost Yard Waste  
Keep leaves, grass clippings, 
and other yard waste out of 
the street, storm drain, and 
ditch.  Drains and ditches 
lead directly to creeks and 
streams.  Yard waste clogs 
inlets, culverts, and ditches, 
and stimulates the growth of 
algae and other water plants.  
Howard County residents can 
take yard waste to the Yard 
Waste Recycling Center    
located at 1150 S. Dixon 
Road. 
  
Use Lawn Chemicals  
Properly 
Check the weather before you 
plan to apply lawn fertilizer or 
pesticides. Avoid applying 
any chemicals before a    
rainfall. Follow the directions 
on the product label carefully.  

Always use appropriate amounts and keep the product on the lawn 
only. Chemicals on sidewalks and driveways can wash off into the 
stormwater system and damage stream health.  
 
Recycle Unwanted Toxics 
Cleaning out your garage? Be sure to dispose properly of any      
materials you no longer need including paints, solvent, automotive 
fluids, cleaners, lawn chemicals, and tires. NEVER dump these toxic 
materials into the stormwater system. Toxics are damaging to 
stream quality and public health.  Most of these products can be  
recycled at the Howard County Recycling District: 4102 Cartwright 
Drive, Kokomo.
